It was not an easy assignment (to gay
the least), but God reassured Moses that| he
could do it, and he did! The fifth book of th
Torah, Deuteronomy, is largely comprisgd
of Mosesd speeches
of his career and life. The speeches are qui
eloguenti quite an accomplishment fo
someone who asked not to be chosen ffor
this mission because of difficulty of speech!
